άI praise you because I am fearfully and wonderfully madeέ (Psalm 139:14a)  
 άSummertime and the living is easy.έ Yeah, right!! So how often does that 
happen? For many of us summertime is filled with more busyness than ever before. 
In fact if we go on a vacation it almost seems that when we get back we need a  
vacation to recover from our vacation. Yet does it have to be this way? No!!  
 Most of us like to get as much out of our day as possible. We like to know 

that we didnΩt waste a single minute of those 24 hours. We want to make sure every second was used and 
used as efficiently and exhaustively as possible. But that is the problem, isnΩt it?  
 We are exhausted, from the planning of our day to the execution of using every second of every hour 
of every day. There is a reason in Genesis that God said to rest on the seventh day. The first six days are 
filled with work, but we need to take time that seventh day to reflect and reaffirm who we are and why we 
are here. 
 We tend to get so caught up in being productive, we fail to take this important time. If we believe 
that Jesus was human, just like us, then we can take a clue from the way he understood the need for time 
out to be alone and just be. 
 There is a reason for resting, if nothing else we need to be reminded that the functioning of this 
world is not all on our shoulders.  God wants creation to operate fully and well, and, we operate fully when 
we are rested and when we keep life in perspective, when we take time to hear the Spirit speak to us.
